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Executive Summary  

This Resettlement Action Plan (RAP) has been prepared for the AntalyaïAlanya Motorway Project (the 

Project) of Antalya Alanya Otoyolu Ķnĸaat Yatērēm ve Ķĸletme A.ķ., which serves as the Special Purpose 

Vehicle (SPV) for the Project (also referred to as the Project Company, Assigned Company, or the Company 

throughout this Report). The SPV was established by Limak Ķnĸaat Sanayi ve Ticaret A.ķ., an affiliated company 

of Limak Holding. The RAP was prepared by GEM Sustainability Services and Consultancy Inc. (GEM) as the 

RAP Consultant. 

The SPV has approached international financial institutions (IFIs) and commercial banks (referred to collectively 

as ñlendersò), to finance the Project. Accordingly, the RAP has been developed in accordance with the following 

standards of these potential lender groups (the ñapplicable international standardsò): 

¶ International Finance Corporation (IFC) Performance Standards (PSs) (2012), 

¶ Equator Principles (EP) 4 (2020), and 

¶ Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank (AIIB) Environmental and Social Framework (2019) 

In parallel with this RAP study, a national consultancy firm is undertaking an Environmental and Social Impact 

Assessment (ESIA) process for the Project.  

The Project under the Build-Operate-Transfer (BOT) Model 

The Project is located in Antalya province and traverses the boundaries of 3 districts and 
571 neighbourhoods. The Project has a total length of 117.8 km, encompassing both the main route and 

connection roads. It is planned as a dual carriageway with 2x3 lanes for the main Motorway (84 km) and 

2x2 lanes for the connection roads (33.8 km).   

The Project is a public-private partnership (PPP), with the granting authority being the Republic of T¿rkiye The 

RAP dated June 2025 has been disclosed by the SPV and the prospective lenders in line with their disclosure 

policies, in order to provide stakeholders with detailed information on Project activities, impact assessments, 

planned mitigation measures, and monitoring activities, as well as to collect public feedback on the Project and 

its disclosure documents:

Ministry of Transportation and Infrastructure (MoTI), represented by the Directorate General of Highways 

(KGM). It is located within the jurisdiction of the Antalya 13th Regional Directorate of KGM2. 

The Project is implemented under the Build-Operate-Transfer (BOT) model, in which the SPV acts as the 

private partner. The BOT Implementation Contract (BOT Contract) for the Project was signed between KGM 

and the SPV on 14 October 2024. The BOT Contract defines a concession period of 15 years, covering both 

construction and operation phases, after which the Motorway will be transferred to the Republic of T¿rkiye. 

According to the BOT Contract, the construction phase is 36 months, commencing from the date of signing 

the finance agreement for the Project between the SPV and the lenders.

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Within the context of the BOT model, the granting authority, KGM, is responsible for executing the expropriation 

works required for the Project in accordance with the Expropriation Law (No. 2942, 1983) of T¿rkiye and based 

on the Public Benefit Decision declared by the MoTI on 28 November 2023. The SPV, as the private partner, 

is responsible for the design, construction, financing, operation and maintenance of the Project until its transfer 

to KGM.  

On 25 July 2025, a groundbreaking ceremony3 was held for the Antalya ï Alanya Motorway Project (at 

KM 87+500) with the participation of the Minister of Transport and Infrastructure, the Minister of Culture and 

Tourism, and the General Director of KGM, as well as representatives of the SPV and the EPC. 

Overview of Potential Displacement Impacts 

The Project affects privately-owned, state-owned (public parcels including treasury, treasury ï forestry, 

treasury ï pasture, non-registered, etc.) and legal entity parcels (such as municipality, governmental 

institutions, public corporations, etc.) within Motorwayôs expropriation corridor.  

There will be also other temporary construction facilities, such as construction camp sites, storage sites, plant 

sites (such as concrete plant, asphalt plant, mechanical plant, etc.) that will lead to impact on lands. 

The key figures related to displacement impacts of the Project within the Motorwayôs expropriation corridor as 

per the current expropriation data are summarised below. Measures taken by KGM and the SPV for avoidance 

and minimisation of Project-related displacement impacts are detailed in this RAP.  

 

 

Construction Overview 

The site was officially delivered by KGM to the SPV in October 2024, following the signing of the BOT Contract. 

The Engineering, Procurement, and Construction (EPC) Contractor appointed by the SPV for the Project is 

Limak Ķnĸaat Sanayi ve Ticaret A.ķ. 

After site delivery, design-related activities ï including drilling operations and E&S preparatory works ï were 

initiated in November 2024. In line with the construction schedule agreed with KGM, site mobilisation for Project 

construction began in March 2025, financed through the Companyôs own equity. 

As per the current construction programme agreed between KGM and the SPV, the EPC Contractor will continue 

site mobilisation and construction activities lot by lot, on parcels where the land acquisition process has been 

completed ï whether through purchase or expropriation for privately owned parcels, or through allocation to the 

Project for state-owned parcels ï including the completion of necessary payments to the rightful owners.

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Land Acquisition Overview 

The decisions and decrees issued by the relevant national authorities regarding the expropriation works to be 

carried out within the scope of the Project are as follows: 

¶ The Public Benefit Decision (No: 2023/371) for the Project was declared by the MoTI on 

28 November 2023.  

¶ A Presidential Decree (No. 9708) concerning the Accelerated Expropriation of certain immovable 

properties under the scope of the Project (located within the settlements covered by the Decree) by 
the KGM in line with Article 27 of the Expropriation Law of T¿rkiye (Law No. 2942, 1983) was published4 

in the Official Gazette (No. 32857) on 30 March 2025 (referred to as Accelerated Expropriation 

Decision). 

KGM has issued a series of Expropriation Decisions covering multiple motorway segments depending on 

their priority in construction. The decisions were taken between December 2024 and August 2025.The census, 

inventory of assets and valuation (field identification) studies for parcels affected by the Project's current 

alignment have been conducted in accordance with the technical specifications of the KGM. These activities 

have been carried out since November 2024 by a certified national engineering firm (ñvaluation contractorò), 

appointed by the SPV and approved by KGM. As part of this process, field identification works are undertaken 

to prepare detailed inventory of assets for each affected parcel. Subsequently, valuation reports are prepared 

in a progressive manner along the route, based on the identified assets. For the Project, the field identification 

studies have been completed for the majority of the main Motorway route (52+000 ï 136+000) ï except for 

three settlements, where field identification is pending the finalisation of consultations with local communities, 

while the status of valuation reports varies depending on the progress of fieldwork and reporting across different 

segments.  

Based on the Accelerated Expropriation Decision, KGM has the authority to initiate accelerate expropriation 

court proceedings (Article 27) in line with the construction schedule and subject to the availability of the 

expropriation budget for compensating right holders. However, in this Project, KGM has prioritised 

negotiated settlements through the Article 8 process (purchasing method) under the Expropriation Law. 

Accordingly, KGM has started inviting all owners and shareholders, including heirs5, to participate in Article 8 

negotiations and Article 27 is used by KGM as a last resort, only after Article 8 negotiations and consultations 

with the rightful owners and shareholders have been held and failed, or if they do not attend the reconciliation 

negotiations despite the consultation efforts made. 

For parcels that had priority under the construction programme agreed between KGM and the SPV, and for 

which the valuation had been approved by KGM, the expropriation process was initiated by KGM in 

February 2025 through the issuance of Article 8 invitations and the conduct of negotiation meetings with 

participating owners and shareholders. It will progress lot by lot, in line with the availability of the expropriation 

budget. As part of Projectôs expropriation process, Article 8 negotiations are conducted on the basis of up-to-

date valuation studies, immediately after (less than 3 months) the valuation reports are prepared and approved 

by KGM. In future, valuation rates for land and assets will be updated by KGM at least annually, as needed.  

Based on the Detailed Work Schedule prepared by the SPV and approved by KGM on 20 March 2025, the 

expropriation process for the Project ï including both expropriation payments under Article 8 and the deposit of 

land seizure fees under Article 27 ï is planned to be carried out by KGM on a lot-by-lot basis. This will be aligned 

with the Projectôs construction schedule and subject to the availability of the expropriation budget. 

The expropriation programme will be aligned with the construction schedule, subject to the availability of the 

expropriation budget and approval by KGM. 

A summary of the land acquisition status is as follows (as of end of August 2025): 

¶ Between February and end of August 2025, expropriation procedures were initiated for 467 private 

parcels through Article 8 invitations and negotiation meetings. Out of a total of 2,129 private parcels, 

full agreement has been reached for 86 parcels and partial agreement for 99 parcels (in total 185 ï 

partial or full), with expropriation being undertaken by KGM for these parcels through purchase method 

in accordance with the Expropriation Law.  

¶ KGM has resorted to the accelerated expropriation for 70 parcels (lawsuits filed in April 2025 for 

3 parcels and in August and early September 2025 for 67 parcels) overlapping with the main 

construction camp site and other priority construction sites on the route. For the 3 parcels for which

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Land Seizure Decisions have already been taken, payments required under the Law have already 

been completed by KGM within the legal period for these parcels, legal access to the relevant sites 

have been secured and Article 10 lawsuits were filed by KGM in August 2025. For the ongoing court 

cases, the payments will be completed by KGM within the legal period after the relevant Article 27 

court procedures are finalised, in accordance with the Expropriation Law. 

¶ For forest lands, forestry permits are required for land access under the national Forestry Law. For the 

Project, forestry permits have been obtained for over 75% (area-based) of the forest lands located 

within the Motorwayôs expropriation corridor. For other state-owned lands (treasury and non-

registered), the Project submits applications to the relevant state authorities in accordance with the 

applicable national legislation considering the construction programme. These parcels are only 

accessed by the SPV and/or EPC Contractor for Project purposes once the allocation process is 

completed ï that is, once their status is officially changed and registered as road on behalf of the 

Treasury, and the right of use is formally granted to KGM by the Treasury. 

Environmental and Social Due Diligence (ESDD) Process  

In October 2024, the Lenders retained an Independent Environmental and Social Consultant (IESC) to carry 

out Environmental and Social Due Diligence (ESDD) for the Project and to conduct an independent review of 

the ESIA disclosure package ï including this RAP ï in accordance with the applicable international standards, 

prior to public disclosure and to evaluate the compliance of land acquisition activities with the standards and 

requirements of the Lenders. Based on this review, the IESC issued an ESDD Report, including an 

Environmental and Social Action Plan (ESAP) in July 2025, which will be finalised in September 2025. 

The RAP and Its Implementation  

The RAP has been prepared in line with applicable international standards, with the objective of developing and 

implementing measures to mitigate these risks and impacts on individuals owning and/or or using the affected 

lands and houses, as well as on the employers and employees of impacted businesses. 

The RAP identifies individuals who will be physically and economically displaced and establishes eligibility 

criteria and entitlements for the compensation of losses and impacts. It also outlines livelihood restoration, 

improvement, and assistance measures to be provided to residents of affected houses and users of affected 

lands ï formal or informal ï as well as employers and employees of impacted businesses. These entitlements 

and measures are in addition to the compensation provided by KGM in accordance with the Expropriation Law. 

A detailed Entitlements Matrix is included in the RAP ï Chapter 0. The additional costs associated with 

RAP implementation will be covered by the SPV through the RAP Fund, which is allocated and managed by 

the SPV ï separate from KGMôs Expropriation Budget. 

The RAP will be implemented by the SPV in collaboration with KGM. The RAP implementation period will 

cover a duration of 36 months, commencing from the singing of finance agreement. 

The SPV has shared the RAP (dated June 2025) with KGM once it has been disclosed by the prospective 

lenders in June 2025. Following disclosure, and once the RAP is finalised following completion of disclosure, 

the SPV will also share the final RAP with KGM.  

The SPV has begun implementing the key principles of this RAP and has taken the following measures to 

avoid land entry prior to the completion of expropriation or the execution of mutual agreements: 

¶ The SPV supervised and caused the EPC Contractor to integrate the acquisition and expropriation 

status of each parcel (public and private) ï including confirmation of payment deposit by KGM for 

private parcels ï into their work permit system, in order to prevent land entry before land acquisition is 

completed or consent agreements (for private parcels) are in place. 

¶ The SPV supervised and caused the EPC to prepare land entry protocol templates and to execute 

these protocols with landowners or users prior to accessing each parcel. 

¶ Since May 2025, the SPV, in consultation and coordination with the KGM, communicates the cut-off 

date in each affected settlement. Accordingly, following completion of inventory of assets by the 

appointed engineering firm and KGMôs approval of the expropriation plans, the SPV posts the list of 

affected parcels along with a notice disclosing the applicable cut-off date and its conditions. These are 

posted in the offices of the mukhtars, local coffee houses, and other appropriate public venues (such 

as mosques and community gathering spaces used by local men and women) within the respective 

affected settlements. 

¶ In May 2025, SPV distributed printed copies of KGMôs booklet on procedural steps of expropriation in 

affected settlements. SPV will continue to support information sharing process.  
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During the RAP process, a Project Affected People (PAP) Database for Land Acquisition has been 

developed. This database incorporates information on owners and shareholders identified by the KGM (through 

national engineering firm/valuation contractor) through the census and asset inventory process, as well as 

formal and informal users of affected lands, structures (such as houses, business premises, and greenhouses), 

and trees, identified by the RAP Consultant Team and the Project CLOs since the RAP field surveys conducted 

in May 2025. The database also includes contact information and information on any identified vulnerabilities 

among affected people. The PAP Database is designed as a living document and will be regularly updated 

by the SPV throughout RAP implementation to reflect any newly identified users or changes in circumstances. 

As part of RAP implementation, the SPV will provide livelihood restoration, improvement, and assistance 

measures to Project-affected people (PAPs) including businesses, to enable them to restore ï and where 

possible, improve ï their livelihoods in the post-land acquisition period. The SPV will also engage with the PAPs 

on an ongoing basis, as outlined in this RAP. 

The SPV will pay specific attention to vulnerable individuals and households and provide tailored assistance 

in line with the measures outlined in the RAP. In-kind support will be provided by the SPV to the vulnerable 

households. The identification of vulnerable individuals and households has already been initiated as part of 

the RAP process. Households to be provided with support will be further determined (depending on their 

vulnerability levels) by the SPV, with support from third-party implementation partners and consultants, during 

RAP implementation. 

The SPV will provide regular updates to KGM on RAP implementation through monthly progress reports and, 

where needed, on a case-by-case basis via correspondence or meetings. The SPV will continue to engage with 

KGM as necessary to support effective RAP implementation. 

The RAP is a living document  and will be updated as necessary to include any additional categories of PAPs 

or individuals identified during RAP implementation, along with the entitlements required to be provided to them 

in order to ensure compliance with applicable international standards. 

RAP Monitoring 

RAP implementation will be periodically monitored both internally by the SPV and externally by the 

Lenders and their IESC to assess progress and identify any areas where improvements or corrective actions 

may be required. The frequency of internal and external RAP monitoring and reporting will be quarterly during 

RAP implementation, which will largely coincide with the RAP implementation period, and bi-annually (once 

every 6 months) during post-implementation until RAP Completion Audit. External compliance reviews will also 

be conducted on a yearly basis by independent resettlement experts to check whether the implementation of 

the program complies with the RAP approved by the Lenders. 

Following the completion of RAP implementation period, post-implementation monitoring will be conducted for 

approximately two years, until a RAP Completion Audit will be carried out ï by external independent 

resettlement specialists ï with approval from Lenders.  

Stakeholder Engagement and Project-specific Grievance Mechanism for Land Acquisition related 

Grievances and Feedback 

The Project has Stakeholder Engagement Plan (SEP) which also describes consultation and information 

dissemination activities regarding land acquisition and resettlement. SEP is disclosed at the Project website 

(www.antalyaalanyaotoyolu.com.tr). The RAP separately includes a detailed Stakeholder Engagement 

Action Plan for RAP disclosure and implementation phases. This Plan will be implemented in alignment 

with the Project SEP.  

A Project-specific Grievance Mechanism has been established and activated by the SPV in accordance with 

applicable international standards. This mechanism will remain accessible to all stakeholders ï including 

landowners, shareholders, and users of land to be expropriated, as well as owners and employees of affected 

businesses ï throughout the construction and operation phases of the Project. 

KGM, as the authority responsible for expropriation, also collects and manages all complaints, objections, and 

feedback related to land acquisition in line with its official procedures. Stakeholders can submit land acquisition-

related complaints and feedback to KGM through KGMôs institutional grievance channels, which operate in 

parallel with the Projectôs own grievance mechanism. 

If a grievance is not resolved to the satisfaction of the complainant, the Project offers an appeal mechanism. 

In such cases, the SPV, in consultation with the Lenders, will launch a second-tier review involving relevant 

authorities, third-party experts, or academics as independent parties. Based on their recommendations, the 

SPV will take appropriate action to resolve the grievance.

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Guide to Land Acquisition and Compensation (GLAC) 

A Guide to Land Acquisition and Compensation (GLAC), providing a concise, clear, and non-technical 

summary of the RAP, has been prepared by the Project. Following its approval by the Lenders, the GLAC will 

be distributed to and presented to affected people to ensure they are fully informed about the land acquisition 

process ï including the Article 8 process and legal procedures under Article 27 ï their rights under the 

Expropriation Law, as well as the RAPôs eligibility criteria and entitlements. 

Roles and Responsibilities for RAP Implementation 

As per the BOT Contract, the land acquisition related responsibilities of KGM, along with the contractual 

responsibilities of the SPV.  

The SPV holds contractual responsibilities for covering a portion of the Expropriation Cost and acquiring land 

use rights and permits for temporary or permanent facility sites, where such sites are located outside the 

Projectôs expropriation corridor, and is responsible for implementing the RAP in collaboration with KGM.  

The SPV has also started setting up a dedicated RAP Implementation Team responsible for the day-to-day 

delivery of RAP measures in collaboration with KGM. The team is led by SPVôs E&S Manager (appointed), and 

include an Expropriation Manager (appointed), CLOs (appointed), and an Agricultural Expert (to be appointed). 

The core team is supported by both in-house teams (appointed) and third-party implementation partners and 

consultants (to be appointed). 

A Project-specific Public-Private Partnership (PPP) Control Chief Engineering Unit has been established 

by KGM under the 13th Regional Directorate of the KGM, for effective Project implementation in line with 

national legislation and the Lendersô requirements concerning the RAP. For daily Project management issues, 

the SPVôs RAP Implementation Team coordinates and collaborates closely with this Unit. 

In addition to daily communication between the SPV and the 13th Regional Directorate of KGM through the 

PPP Control Chief Engineering Unit, at least monthly coordination meetings will be held during construction 

phase with the participation of the KGM Regional Directorate, the SPV, and the EPC Contractor. The first of 

the coordination meetings took place on 20 August 2025.  

Budget (RAP Fund) 

The SPV will allocate and manage a RAP Fund ï separately from the Projectôs Expropriation Budget ï to finance 

the costs associated with the implementation of RAP measures that are not covered under national legislation, 

as well as to provide for the human resources required to ensure effective implementation. 

The indicative budget for RAP implementation through the RAP Fund has been calculated as part of the RAP. 

The RAP Budget also includes a contingency fund amounting to 15% of the RAP Budget (excluding the 

contingency itself) to cover any unforeseen costs that may arise during RAP implementation. In addition, 

separate contingencies are allocated specifically for affected houses and businesses. 

As of September 2025, a stand-alone RAP Implementation Procedure  is currently under preparation by the 

SPV with support from their RAP Consultant. The objective of the RAP Implementation Procedure is to provide 

a clear and concise framework and practical guide for RAP implementation, including the utilisation of the RAP 

Fund throughout the RAP implementation period for the disbursement of additional compensation and 

assistance to eligible affected persons, in accordance with the entitlements defined in the RAP.  

A RAP Fund Management Database, consistent with the RAP Implementation Procedure, will also be 

established as part of implementation. 

Through monthly construction progress reports, the SPV will keep KGM informed about the RAP implementation 

progress and compensation and assistance provided through the RAP Fund. Specific requirements of KGM, if 

any, will be taken into consideration through a consultative process.

The RAP has been developed based on a comprehensive review of expropriation data compiled by the 

engineering firm appointed by the SPV, with the approval of KGM, in accordance with the Expropriation Law 
and KGM Technical Specifications, and the outcomes of the RAP fields surveys conducted in May 2025, as 

outlined in Chapter 4. The RAP is a living document and will be updated, as necessary throughout the 
implementation period.  

In parallel with this RAP study, a national consultancy firm is undertaking an Environmental and Social Impact 

Assessment (ESIA) process for the Project. The ESIA and the RAP will be disclosed by the SPV and the lenders 
in line with their disclosure policies, in order to provide stakeholders with detailed information on Project 

activities, impact assessments, planned mitigation measures, and monitoring activities, as well as to collect 
public feedback on the Project and its disclosure documents. 

In October 2024, the Lenders retained an Independent Environmental and Social Consultant (IESC) to carry 
out Environmental and Social Due Diligence (ESDD) for the Project and to review the ESIA disclosure package 
ï including this RAP ï in accordance with the applicable international standards, prior to public disclosure. 

The Project structure and key stakeholders, as defined under the BOT Contract and the prospective Loan 
Agreement, are summarised in Figure 1-1. According to this structure, the MoTI, specifically the KGM, is 

positioned at the top as the Contracting Authority. KGM is responsible for executing project-related land 
acquisition and expropriation in accordance with the Expropriation Law of T¿rkiye, as well as completing the 

permitting processes in line with applicable legislation. The SPV under the BOT Contract has appointed Limak 
Ķnĸaat Sanayi ve Ticaret A.ķ. and Limak UK as the EPC Contractor, which in turn contracts and manages the 

the activities of construction subcontractors. The SPV maintains consultancy agreements with key technical 
partners, including the ESIA Consultant, the RAP Consultant (GEM), and site implementation partners, and the 

prospective lenders are supported by their own IESC, as outlined in previous sections. A separate engineering 
firm has also been appointed by the Project Company, with the approval of KGM, to prepare expropriation plans 
and conduct the valuation works required under the Expropriation Law of Turkey (Law No. 2942, 1983).

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2. Project Description  

The AntalyaïAlanya Motorway Project was originally designed as part of the broader AfyonïAntalyaïAlanya 

Motorway and was included in the tender held in 2010. The route initially began at KM 0+000, south of the 

Ekĸili area northwest of Antalya, and extended to KM 155+620, located east of Alanya. However, due to 

technical, financial, environmental, and social considerations, the relevant authorities decided to proceed with 

a BOT tender for the AntalyaïAlanya section, which was concluded in 2013. 

The Antalya-Alanya Motorway, which is the Project subject to the BOT Contract and this RAP, begins east of 

the Deniztepe settlement (Serik district) at KM 52+000 and ends at KM 136+000. From there, it continues via 

the Alanya Western Connection Road and links to the D400 highway at KM 141+786.884, located east of 

Konaklē, a district west of Alanya. 

Along the motorway route, interchanges have been designed at seven locations. Additionally, to serve nearby 

settlements and ensure connections to the state road located to the south, connection roads have been planned 

The current Project route is shown in Figure 2-1. 

Across the Motorway corridor, changes have been made to the approved preliminary route at certain locations, 

as outlined in Section 2.10.  

Table 2-1 provides a summary of Projectôs key components. The design speed is 140 km/h on the main 

carriageway and 110 km/h on the connection roads.

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2.2. Expropriation Corridor  

The expropriation corridor defines the boundaries within which land acquisition and expropriation activities 

are carried out by KGM for the Motorway and associated connection roads. All construction activities related to 

the main Motorway, such as excavation, embankment works, and the installation of permanent infrastructure, 

are executed within this designated corridor. Permanent components including engineering structures, 

interchanges, and toll booths are also located entirely within the corridor. 

The width of the expropriation corridor varies along the route and is influenced by several factors: 

¶ Topographical conditions requiring specific excavation or embankment profiles, 

¶ The size and layout of engineering structures, 

¶ Design specifications and dimensions of interchanges and service areas, which generally necessitate 

broader acquisition areas compared to standard Motorway sections, 

¶ Presence of sensitive receptors and structures, which may prompt efforts to avoid or minimize impacts 

ï such as narrowing the corridor to prevent the expropriation of existing residential buildings or 

commercial facilities, where feasible.  

A summary of the minimum and maximum of the expropriation corridor along the full alignment of the 

Motorway is presented below. 

¶ Minimum width: ~ 55 m 

¶ Maximum width: ~450 m (at the location of service areas) 

  
Examples for Variation of Expropriation Corridor Width Along the Project Route 

Following the completion of construction works, the entire expropriation corridor along the Motorway 

alignment will be fenced in accordance with KGM Technical Specifications. During the operational phase of 

the Project, access to and use of this fenced corridor by local communities and unauthorised individuals will be 

strictly prohibited, both for operational integrity and to ensure health and safety. 

It is important to note that no separate health protection strip will be established for the Motorway beyond 

the expropriation corridor. As a result, there will be no restrictions on access to lands adjacent to, but outside 

of, the fenced corridor. 

The establishment of health protection strips around temporary construction facilities, such as quarries and 

plants, is addressed separately in 2.3.9.

Further 

information on the engineering structures shown in this figure, including the kilometre chainages, are provided 

in the subsequent sections.

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2.3.5. Overpasses, Underpasses and Culverts  

To facilitate the uninterrupted passage of agricultural roads, wildlife, and various watercourses beneath the 

Motorway, a range of underpasses, overpasses, and culverts with different diameters and structural 

specifications are planned. The spacing of these structures has been determined based on existing resources, 

infrastructure, local land use patterns and specific access requirements. 

During Project implementation, the SPV, subject to KGMôs approval, may provide additional structures within 

the expropriation corridor, if needed ï particularly in response to requests from local communities, public 

authorities, or other stakeholders ï to ensure no land severance or restricted access results from the Project. 

A detailed list of all planned overpasses, underpasses, and culverts, including their locations and dimensions, 

is provided in Appendix A. 

2.3.6. Operation and Maintenance Centre  

There will be one operation and maintenance (O&M) centre on the Motorway as given in Table 2-9. 

The O&M Centre is planned to be established at the location designated as the main construction 

camp site. Accordingly, the land acquisition for the O&M Centre will be completed as part of the land take 

process for the main construction camp site.

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2.3.8. Excavated Materials Storage Sites  

In addition to the motorway components, the Project will include excavated material storage sites designated 

for the placement and storage of surplus materials from excavation works that are unsuitable for reuse. The 

specific sites to be utilized, as well as the duration of material storage ï whether temporary or permanent ï 

have yet to be determined. These decisions will be made by the SPV as part of the ongoing permitting 

procedures and detailed design process.

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2.3.9. Temporary Construction Facilities  

The temporary construction facilities planned for use under the Project include the following: 

¶ Construction camp sites of the SPV and EPC Contractor (including subcontractors), including 

associated camp facilities such as dormitories, administrative offices, social facilities, and other 

supporting infrastructure; 

¶ Quarries, designated for the extraction of raw materials required for construction activities (including 

pre-screened fill material) ï these may include licensed operational sites or new sites to be established 

specifically for the Project; 

¶ Mechanical, Asphalt, and Concrete Plants, for on-site production of construction materials; and 

¶ Beam Production Plants, established to support the fabrication of structural components for bridges 

and viaducts. 

Table 2-12 provides a summary of the number and locations of the temporary construction facilities planned 

under the Project. Details regarding land use and permitting status for each facility are presented in the following 

sub-sections.  

The final list of facilities to be used under the scope of the Project will be confirmed by the SPV and 

EPC upon completion of the permitting processes. As of September 2025, the Main Construction Camp 

Site in Tasagil (at KM 64+500) is under preparation, while the Tasagil Temporary Construction Camp Site 

(KM 59+500) is being used by the EPC Contractor. Upon completion of the Main Construction Camp Site, the 

EPC Contractor will relocate to the Tasagil Main Construction Camp Site (KM 64+500), and the Tasagil 

Temporary Construction Camp Site (KM 59+500) will subsequently be mainly utilised as a sub-contractor camp 

site.

Land Acquisition for Temporary Facilities  

Temporary facilities, such as construction camps, plants, and storage areas, may or may not be located 

within the expropriation corridor, depending on land availability and operational considerations. 

When located outside the expropriation corridor, the land acquisition processes for temporary facilities are 

carried out as follows: 

¶ Privately-owned parcels: The SPV or EPC Contractor acquires the necessary land through rental 

agreements, mutual protocols, or similar arrangements with landowners or shareholders. Upon 

completion of the temporary use, the land is rehabilitated and returned to the owner in accordance 

with the agreed conditions. 

¶ State-owned parcels: Lands owned by the Treasury or non-registered lands are allocated to the 

Project upon application by KGM, without requiring payment. These lands are similarly rehabilitated 

and handed back to the State at the end of the temporary use period, in line with agreed terms. 

¶ Parcels owned by legal entities: Such parcels may be temporarily allocated to the Project upon 

KGMôs application, with or without payment, depending on the specific agreement between KGM and 

the legal entity. As with other cases, the land is rehabilitated and returned to the legal entity after use. 

 

Health Protection Strip for Temporary Facilities  

In accordance with the Regulation on Workplace Opening and Operating Permits, each temporary facility 

must have a health protection strip, which is determined based on factors such as operational scope, 

capacity, and physical area. Under Article 16 of the Regulation: 

¶ Health protection strips must fall within the legal property boundaries of the facility. 

¶ For facilities where such a strip is mandatory, access restrictions (e.g., on residential development) 

apply only within the property boundaries. 

¶ No access restrictions apply to areas beyond the property boundaries.

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2.3.10. Associated Facilities  

The IFC PS1 (2012) defines ñassociated facilitiesò as follows: 

ñéfacilities that are not funded as part of the project and that would not have been constructed or 

expanded if the project did not exist and without which the project would not be viable. 

Footnote: Associated facilities may include railways, roads, captive power plants or transmission 

lines, pipelines, utilities, warehouses, and logistics terminals.ò 

The Project ESIA (September 2025) does not indicate any associated facilities.  

In the event that associated facilities are identified during or following the completion of the final design, the 

SPV will ensure that any displacement risks or impacts resulting from such facilities are managed and mitigated 

in accordance with Turkish legislation, the objectives of IFC Performance Standard 5 (PS5) and AIIB 

Environmental and Social Standard 2 (ESS2), and the principles outlined in this RAP. 

Please refer to Section 3.4 for the procedure to be followed in case of potential additional expropriation works. 
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2.5. Project Schedule  

The BOT Implementation Contract (BOT Contract) for the Project was signed between KGM and the SPV on 

14 October 2024.  

The BOT Contract defines a concession period of 15 years, covering both construction and operation phases, after 

which the Motorway will be transferred to the Republic of T¿rkiye. According to the BOT Contract, the construction 

phase is 36 months, commencing from the date of signing the finance agreement for the Project between the 

SPV and the lenders. 

The Detailed Work Schedule for the Project has been prepared by the SPV and approved by KGM on 

20 March 2025. It should be noted that schedule revisions may occur due to site access and permitting constraints 

and financial factors ï subject to approval by KGM. Table 2-16 below provides a summary of key milestones for 

expropriation, construction, E&S studies and Project finance according to current KGM approved schedule. The 

schedule will be updated and submitted to KGM for approval following singing of the Finance Agreement, as agreed 

with KGM. 

According to the BOT Contract ï Article 1315, ñExpropriation plans and expropriation program prepared by the 

Assigned Company in accordance with the Technical and Administrative Specifications of the Administration shall 

be delivered to the Administration 9 (nine) months prior to the date of use of the relevant land according to 

the approved Work Programò.  

Based on the KGM approved Detailed Work Schedule, the SPV and the EPC Contractor have prepared quarterly 

work schedules for the earthworks planned for the second and third quarters of 2025. In accordance with the 

quarterly construction schedules, the SPV ensures the timely preparation and submission of expropriation plans to 

KGM for land parcels needed to enable site access, as stipulated by the BOT Contract. 

Quarterly work schedules include the following information and enable the Project to track the status of permits for 

the parcels to be entered.  

¶ Type of Construction Work 

¶ Location (Motorway KM, District, Neighbourhood, Lot and Parcel Number) 

¶ Planned Start Date of Work 

¶ Ownership Status of Relevant Parcel 

¶ Acquisition and permit status of the relevant parcels  

The implementation of the key principles of the RAP has commenced, with key activities including the 

following: 

¶ Coordination with KGM to prioritise Article 8 procedures over Article 27, 

¶ Identification of users of affected lands, 

¶ Preparation of land entry protocols and work permits that incorporate the land acquisition status of the 

areas to be accessed, to serve as a checkpoint prior to entry, and 

¶ Information of affected people on the expropriation procedures, inheritance procedures, etc. 

The SPV, in collaboration with KGM, will continue RAP implementation for a duration of 36 months, starting 

from the signing of the financing agreement. This period will encompass the entire construction phase and may 

extend into the initial months of the commissioning and operational phase, if needed. 

Throughout the implementation period, internal monitoring by the SPV will be conducted on an ongoing 

basis to ensure regulatory compliance and the timely delivery of entitlements and support measures to affected 

individuals and communities in line with the RAP. Approximately two years after the completion of all RAP 

measures, including post-implementation monitoring, a RAP Completion Audit will be carried out. This audit will 

be undertaken by independent RAP consultant(s), who will be approved by the Lenders and commissioned by the 

SPV. The audit will verify the successful fulfilment of all RAP commitments, with particular emphasis on the 

restoration of livelihoods for affected persons and households.

16 In BOT motorway projects in T¿rkiye, approval of final design is a progressive process, as the preparation of implementation projects is delegated 

to the Assigned Company. For the Project, the horizontal and vertical alignment approval processes for the 1/5000-scale route have been 

completed, including connection roads/interchanges and service roads. This approval has determined the alignment of the Motorway. Following the 

approval of 1/5,000 scale route, geological investigations (e.g. boreholes, trial pits, laboratory testing, etc.) are carried out. Based on these studies, 

detailed implementation projects are progressively approved ï covering aspects such as alignment revisions (e.g. slope angles, elevations) and 

engineering structures (e.g. tunnels, viaducts, bridges, overpasses, underpasses, culverts) ï before construction begins. Ultimately, the 1/1000-

scale plan and profile are finalized. During this process, multiple revisions are likely to occur on the 1/5,000-scale route and this remains a dynamic 

process that may continue for up to two years. In parallel, projects related to other components ï such as traffic safety, landscaping, intelligent 

transportation systems, tunnel electromechanics, and lighting ï are be submitted for approval. Therefore, approval of final designs will progressively 

take place throughout the construction phase. 

17 Accelerated expropriation lawsuits under Article 27 are filed against the shareholders with whom no agreement could be reached under Article 8 

only after the title deed registration of the shareholders with whom an agreement has been reached is completed.

Once finalised, landowners are entitled to receive statutory interest and any increase 

in the compensation amount, while in cases of a reduced amount, the administration is entitled to reclaim the excess payment. The overall court 

process typically lasts around two years, with the duration largely dependent on the workload and caseload of the courts. The SPV is taking 

necessary measures in consultation with the relevant authorities and is making efforts to accelerate the court proceedings.

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2.6. Current Construction Status  

The site was officially delivered by KGM to the SPV in October 2024, following the signing of the BOT Contract.  

After site delivery, design-related activities ï including drilling operations and E&S preparatory works ï 

were initiated in November 2024 at the Temporary Construction Camp Site area (encompassing the sites for 

Mechanical Plant-1, Asphalt Plant-1 and Concrete Plant-2 located at KM 59+500) and at the T5 tunnel portal site.  

In line with the construction schedule agreed with KGM, site mobilisation for Project construction began in 

March 2025, financed through the Companyôs own equity. 

On 25 July 2025, a groundbreaking ceremony19 was held for the Project at KM 87+500 (Manavgat Construction 

Camp Site) with the participation of the Minister of Transport and Infrastructure, the Minister of Culture and Tourism, 

and the General Director of KGM, as well as representatives of the SPV and the EPC. 

The status of ongoing construction works is summarised in Table 2-17. Please note that the table uses colours for 

visual emphasis only, all meanings are also conveyed through text. 

To prevent unauthorized land entry prior to the completion of expropriation or the formal execution of land entry 

protocols with affected owners or users, the SPV has developed land entry and exit protocols (see Appendix D) 

and has decided to incorporate into the Work Permit Form for Earthworks the land acquisition status of the areas 

to be accessed, to serve as a checkpoint prior to entry. 

The following procedure is implemented by the Project for ongoing construction activities to ensure compliance 

with Lenderôs requirements: 

¶ The completion status of expropriation shall be verified and signed by the SPV's Expropriation Manager 

prior to the issuance of any work permits for construction activities, including topsoil stripping, excavation, 

and embankment (fill) works.  

¶ Land entry protocols shall be executed for each parcel prior to physical entry, following the completion of 

compensation payments as required under the Turkish Expropriation Law and/or in alignment with the 

RAP. 

¶ No construction activity shall commence on a parcel unless the expropriation process or a mutual 

agreement has been completed and all required payments, including crop compensation for formal and 

informal users, have been made. 

¶ Land exit protocols shall be executed only for land parcels acquired on a temporary basis, documenting 

the return and restoration of the land to the rightful party. 

Until September 2025, in cases where construction is urgent and the expropriation process for certain parcels has 

not yet been completed, land access has been secured through signing a consent protocol with the property 

owners.  

As of 23 September 2025, there are 12 private parcels for which land entry has been secured through consent 

protocols: 

¶ 3 parcels ï Article 27 decisions have been issued, land access right has been secured. 

¶ 1 parcel ï Article 8 negotiation meeting is scheduled to take place within September 2025. 

¶ 1 parcel ï Agreement has been reached under Article 8. 

¶ 6 parcels ï Article 27 lawsuits have been filed by KGM (on 21 April 2025, 15 August 2025 and 8 September 

2025) and the court procedures are currently ongoing. 

¶ 1 parcel ï Article 27 lawsuit will be filed by KGM in October 2025. 

The SPV will ensure that all lands previously accessed through written consent prior to September 2025 are 

prioritised for expropriation, a list of such lands is provided to KGM to enable immediate action and those parcels

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2.7. Past Land Acquisition  

There is no past land acquisition conducted within the scope of the Project. 

The land acquisition process for the Project was initiated only after the participation of the SPV, the private partner 

of the Project. No land acquisition, resettlement, or eviction activities were undertaken by KGM for the Project prior 

to SPVôs engagement with the Lenders and their IESC20. Accordingly, the initial Article 8 negotiation meetings under 

the Expropriation Law were held on 6, 27, and 28 February 2025, marking the formal commencement of land 

acquisition efforts. 

Therefore, the conditions under which a past land acquisition audit would be required are not applicable to this 

Project, as elaborated below: 

¶ There is no preceding project sponsor or co-sponsor who undertook any land acquisition activities prior 

to the SPV's involvement. 

¶ KGM did not conduct any land acquisition specific to the Project before appointment of the SPV through 

the BOT Implementation Contract on 14 October 2024 or before the start of engagement with the Lenders.  

Comprehensive information regarding the land acquisition process that has been undertaken since February 2025 

is provided in Section 2.8 (the following section).  

The provisions and entitlements set out in this RAP shall apply to all Project-affected lands and assets 

with their respective owners and users (both formal and informal) including those for which acquisition 

processes have already been initiated by KGM. 

2.8. Current Land Acquisition Status  

Land acquisition activities for the Project ï including both state-owned and privately-owned parcels ï began in 

February 2025. 

The decisions and decrees issued by the relevant national authorities regarding the expropriation works to be 

carried out within the scope of the Project are as follows: 

¶ The Public Benefit Decision (No: 2023/371) for the Project was declared by the MoTI on 

28 November 2023.  

¶ A Presidential Decree (No. 9708) concerning the Accelerated Expropriation of certain immovable 

properties under the scope of the Project (located within the settlements covered by the Decree) by the 

KGM in line with Article 27 of the Expropriation Law of T¿rkiye (Law No. 2942, 1983) was published21 in 

the Official Gazette (No. 32857) on 30 March 2025 (referred to as Accelerated Expropriation Decision). 

¶ The Expropriation Decisions were taken for the Project by KGM, as summarised in Table 2-18.

The inventory of assets and valuation studies for parcels affected by the Project's current alignment have been 

conducted in accordance with the technical specifications of the KGM. These activities have been carried out since 

November 2024 by a certified national engineering firm (ñvaluation contractorò), appointed by the SPV and 

approved by KGM. 

As part of this process, field identification works are undertaken to prepare detailed inventory of assets for each 

affected parcel. Subsequently, valuation reports are prepared in a progressive manner along the route, based on 

the identified assets. 

Table 2-19 provides a summary of the status of these activities by route sections. In summary, the inventory of 

assets has been completed for the main Motorway route (52+000 ï 136+000) ï except for Akdam, Cakallar, 

and part of Alara, where field identification is pending the finalisation of consultations with local communities22 ï 

according to the tender phase route (1/5,000 route approved by KGM), while the status of valuation reports 

varies depending on the progress of fieldwork and reporting across different segments. For the sections where 

valuation reports have been approved by KGM, the land acquisition process has commenced for private, public, 

and legal entity-owned parcels identified in the Projectôs earthwork schedules for 2025, as discussed in the 

subsequent sub-sections.

2.8.1. Privately -owned Parcels  

Based on the Accelerated Expropriation Decision, KGM has the authority to initiate accelerate expropriation court 

proceedings (Article 27) in line with the construction schedule and subject to the availability of the expropriation 

budget for compensating right holders. However, in this Project, KGM has prioritised negotiated settlements 

through the Article 8 process (purchasing method) under the Expropriation Law. Accordingly, KGM will invite 

all owners and shareholders, including heirs23, to participate in Article 8 negotiations and Article 27 will be used by 

KGM as a last resort, only after Article 8 negotiations and consultations with the rightful owners and shareholders 

have been held and failed, or if they do not attend the reconciliation negotiations despite the consultation efforts 

made. 

For parcels that had priority under the construction programme agreed between KGM and the SPV, and for which 

the valuation had been approved by KGM, the expropriation process was initiated by KGM in February 2025 

through the issuance of Article 8 invitations and the conduct of negotiation meetings with participating owners and 

shareholders. It will progress lot by lot, in line with the availability of the expropriation budget. As part of Projectôs 

expropriation process, Article 8 negotiations are conducted on the basis of up-to-date valuation studies, 

immediately after (less than 3 months) the valuation reports are prepared and approved by KGM. In future, 

valuation rates for land and assets will be updated by KGM at least annually, as needed 

The schedule of Article 8 negotiation meetings held as of end of August 2025 and meetings planned between 

September 2025 and April 2026 for the full alignment, including the number of corresponding parcels, 

owners/shareholders (including heirs) identified and invited to meetings by KGM and number of 

owners/shareholders eligible for purchase transaction, is presented in Table 2-20. To identify the 

owners/shareholders eligible to sign agreement protocols during Article 8 negotiation meetings and to proceed with 

the purchase transactions in line with Article 8 of the Expropriation Law, KGM, with support from SPV personnel, 

obtains the updated land registry records from Land Registry and Cadastre Information System of T¿rkiye (TAKBIS) 

and identifies owners/shareholders eligible for proceeding with sale transaction by taking into account annotations 

such as mortgages, liens, and precautionary measures that may be an obstacle to the transaction in case of 

Article 8 agreement.

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2.8.2. State-owned Parcels  

State-owned parcels are allocated to the Project through procedures carried out by KGM in coordination with the 

relevant authorities, without requiring payment, as outlined below. These parcels will only be accessed by the SPV 

and/or EPC Contractor for Project purposes once the allocation process is completed ï that is, once their status is 

officially changed in accordance with the applicable national legislation, registered as road on behalf of the 

Treasury, and the right of use is formally granted to KGM by the Treasury. 

¶ Treasury parcels: The allocation of treasury parcels located between KM 80 ï 104 has been formally 

requested by KGM in May ï June 2025 from the Manavgat District Directorate of National Real Estate. 

The remaining applications are planned to be submitted by KGM to the relevant District Directorates of 

National Real Estate within 2025 in alignment with the construction programme. 

¶ Treasury ï forest parcels: The Project has submitted formal applications to the relevant District25 

Forestry Operations Directorates to obtain the necessary forestry permits for forest lands to be used within 

the scope of the Project.  

¶ Treasury ï pasture parcels: Allocation of pasture parcels to the Project requires a change in their 

allocation status by the Provincial Directorate of Agriculture and Forestry, in accordance with the Pasture 

Law. The Project will formally submit applications to the relevant District Directorates of Agriculture to 

initiate this process, in alignment with the construction schedule that necessitates access to these pasture 

parcels (noting that there are three pasture parcels along the entire expropriation corridor).  

¶ Non-registered parcels (ñtescil hariciò): These parcels are under the ownership and control of the state 

and are not subject to expropriation procedures under the Expropriation Law. They are first allocated to 

the Treasury and then to the Project by the Treasury, in line with the process outlined above for the 

Treasury parcels. Any assets present on these parcels are identified through the consent letter process 

and are managed in accordance with the requirements of the relevant institutions. 

The acquisition status of these state-owned parcels within Motorwayôs expropriation corridor is summarised below 

in Table 2-23 according to their land entry (impact) status. 

The acquisition status of state-owned parcels that overlap with the temporary facility sites is presented in 

Section 2.3.9.

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2.8.3. Parcels Owned by Legal Entities  

Parcels owned by legal entities are subject to expropriation in accordance with the provisions of the Expropriation 

Law. In order to facilitate land entry prior to the completion of expropriation procedures, KGM officially notified the 

legal entities holding assets within the Expropriation Corridor about the Accelerated Expropriation Decision and 

requested that these institutions provide their consent or official opinion regarding the use of the parcels under their 

ownership.

According to Article 13 of the BOT Contract, the SPV shall notify the KGM of the zoning plan amendment 

requests required due to expropriation, project and project changes required to fulfil the construction and operation 

obligations.  

For all expropriation transactions to be carried out including Zoning Plan Amendment and New Zoning Plan, 

preparation, engineering services and other relevant works under the scope of the Administration shall be carried 

out by the SPV. Necessary upper and lower scale zoning plan and zoning plan amendments will be made by the 

SPV according to the approved Project. In case there are changes in the Project at the end of the Construction 

Period, upper and lower scale zoning plan amendments and new zoning plans will also be made by the SPV. 

Necessary applications for zoning plan amendments arising from Project and Project changes and requested by 

the SPV will be made by the KGM. The SPV, in coordination with the EPC Contractor, undertakes the 

necessary actions in this regard pursuant to the provisions of the BOT Contract. The SPV will work in 

coordination with the respective municipalities that will carry out the zoning plan implementation.

Setback Distances according to the Regulation on Facilities that will be Built or Opened Adjacent to Roads 

The Regulation on Facilities that will be Built or Opened Adjacent to Roads defines the following Setback Distances 

for residential buildings, commercial buildings and hazardous materials storage facilities: 

¶ For residential buildings ï 5 meters from the road boundary (defined as property boundary in case of 

expropriated parcels) 

¶ For commercial buildings ï 25 meters from the road boundary (defined as property boundary in case of 

expropriated parcels) 

¶ For hazardous materials storage facilities ï 50 meters from the road boundary (defined as property 

boundary in case of expropriated parcels) 

Based on information provided by the SPV, KGMôs 13th Regional Directorate sent official letters to the municipalities 

of Serik, Manavgat, Alanya, and Antalya Metropolitan Municipality, requesting the base layers of the zoning plans, 

sharing the Project, and requesting its incorporation into the plans. 

The setback distances will be applicable exclusively to planned (zoned) areas and shall not extend to unzoned or 

agricultural lands. 

In the event of zoning revision processes at the relevant parts of the route, relevant administrative bodies, including 

municipalities, will be consulted proactively to track developments and plan actions accordingly. The Project will 

review the zoning plans and maintain regular communication with these authorities to monitor progress and align 

on planning decisions that may affect privately owned plots and confirm that the applicable setback distances for 

the Motorway have been duly incorporated into these plans. 

Affected landowners will be informed of the legal procedures under applicable laws, including the public 

announcement of revised zoning plans and their right to submit objections within the legally defined period. Where 

appropriate, the Project will provide guidance to ensure stakeholders are aware of and able to exercise their rights 

effectively. 
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2.10. Avoidance and Minimisation  

The tender for the broader route between Afyon and Alanya was held by KGM in 2010, and the preliminary designs 

were subsequently prepared by the awarded design company and approved by the KGM in the pre-BOT tender 

phase. 

The BOT tender for the Project was conducted by KGM in 2023. The BOT Contract, signed between KGM and the 

SPV on 14 October 2024, is based on the Project route and design approved by KGM prior to the BOT tender 

process (referred to as the ñtender phase routeò). 

Following the execution of the BOT Contract, the SPV has initiated design and engineering works for the 

optimization of the route addressing technical, economic, environmental and social aspects and constraints. 

In November 2024, a Preliminary Project Route and Justification Report (for the route between KM 52+000 to 

km 136+000) was issued by the SPV for the Project and approved by KGM. 

The design, engineering, and route optimisation processes undertaken for the Project to date have been guided 

by the principle of avoiding and minimising environmental and social risks and impacts, as stipulated by, and in 

consultation with, the relevant national authorities. This approach has informed key decisions related to route 

selection, land use planning, and the siting of critical infrastructure components, with the aim of reducing potential 

adverse effects on local communities and the natural environment. As is well established, motorway projects 

implemented by the KGM are planned and designed in accordance with KGMôs design criteria and technical 

specifications. In line with these institutional standards, the minimisation of land use and expropriation is 

considered a fundamental criterion during the planning and preliminary design phases. The objective is to 

reduce expropriation costs and mitigate the social and economic impacts associated with land acquisition 

processes. 

In addition to this, other important criteria considered by KGM include the following, as further detailed in the 

Project ESIA: 

¶ Soil conditions and geohazards, 

¶ Biodiversity and cultural heritage elements, 

¶ Regional and local zoning and development status, 

¶ Construction and O&M costs, 

¶ Potential for future expansion, and 

¶ Transportation safety and user comfort. 

Specific to the Antalya ïAlanya Motorway route , the following site-specific considerations were key in the 

appraisal of alternatives and the selection of the final alignment, as outlined in the Preliminary Project Route and 

Justification Report (SPV, November 2024): 

¶ The route is situated between the Mediterranean Sea to the south and the Taurus Mountains to the north. 

Due to these geographical constraints, the area does not allow for a wide corridor from the perspective of 

the Project working area. In addition to having a narrow workspace, it is also constrained by the inability 

to go beyond the Taurus Mountains to the north and the inability to move below the existing D-400 

Highway to the south. Thus, the route has to lie in between these two limitations. 

¶ Given the feasibility of constructing interchanges in close proximity to existing state roads, the connection 

roads were designed with minimal lengths, thereby reducing land acquisition requirements for the 

motorway connections. 

¶ In determining the locations of interchanges, factors such as the regionôs level of development, existing 

and anticipated traffic flow volumes and directions were evaluated. Interchange design studies were 

conducted in areas where site conditions were deemed suitable. While tourism and agriculture are the 

regionôs primary economic activities, the significant contribution of tourism to the national economy was 

also taken into account. Accordingly, the integration of Antalyaôs local traffic network, a major tourism hub, 

into the planned motorway through strategically located interchanges has been targeted to support and 

enhance the regionôs potential in this sector. 
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¶ Service road crossings have been designed to ensure the continuity of existing roads disrupted by the 

motorway alignment and to preserve the functionality of the local road network as it existed prior to 

motorway construction. The positioning of these crossings aims to minimise disruption to local 

transportation in the affected areas and to prevent limitations on the regionôs economic and social mobility. 

¶ The following developments that have occurred along the Project route since the initial design in 2010s 

have been taken into consideration by the SPV during the design and engineering works carried out after 

the execution of the BOT Contract: 

o Expansion of industrial areas 

o Expansion of residential areas 

o Emergence of new transportation networks 

o Current status of agricultural lands and greenhouse areas 

o Expropriation issues 

o Technical issues (including addition of the D400 Motorway connection to the Project, update of the 

design speed to 140 km/h, construction related difficulties, weak soil conditions among others) 

o New transmission lines 

In light of the criteria mentioned above, the key route modifications carried out by the SPV as part of ongoing efforts 

to optimise the design and route, and minimise the Projectôs environmental and social risks, including land 

acquisition-related impacts, are summarised in Table 2-28. 

As part of the RAP study, the RAP Consultant has actively engaged with the technical teams of the SPV and EPC 

Contractor, encouraging the Design Team to identify and evaluate feasible design measures to avoid and/or 

minimise displacement impacts. The SPV and EPC also maintain ongoing engagement with key Project 

stakeholders ï including municipalities, land and structure owners, and KGM ï throughout the pre-construction 

period. This process enables the integration of local requests for route adjustments or design modifications where 

technically and financially feasible, with the overall goal of avoiding or minimising physical and/or economic 

displacement. Consequently, additional avoidance and minimisation measures may be integrated into the Project 

in parallel with the preparation of this document.

Serik  D-400 State Road ¶ The currently 2x2-lane D-400 State Road has been redesigned as a 

2x3-lane road along the specified segment.

Among these, the Cardakli and Kocayatak 

interchanges are currently at-grade, while the Kadriye interchange 

is already a grade-separated junction. To ensure smooth transit 

traffic along the main axis, the currently at-grade Cardakli and 

Kocayatak interchanges have been redesigned as grade-separated 

interchanges. The Kadriye interchange has been revised by 

expanding the main road from 2 lanes to 3 lanes in each direction, 

while retaining its existing layout.

type interchanges have been proposed. This approach avoids the 

need for deep underpasses, takes into account potential drainage 

problems, and preserves the aesthetic character of the surrounding 

area. 

Serik 52+500 ï  

Serik Connection Road 

 

 

¶ The Serik Connection Road passes through a location in the plain 

that consists of weak soil and a wide area of agricultural land and 

greenhouses. Along the Connection Road, the vertical alignment 

was revised, and embankment heights were lowered, taking into 

account culvert and irrigation channel crossings. In this way, the 

connection road, which runs primarily through agricultural land, was

designed to minimise impact on those structures and crossings and 

accordingly reduce expropriation costs. 

¶ Along the Serik Connection Road, the vertical alignment was 

revised, and embankment heights were lowered, taking into account 

culvert and irrigation channel crossings. This adjustment reduced 

the need for expropriation of agricultural lands, prevented the 

division of the plain by high embankments, and enabled passage 

over weak-soil plains using low embankments. 

 

Serik 52+500; 11+500  

Serik Connection Road 

¶ The Serik Connection Road terminates at the D400 State Road via 

a trumpet interchange. When determining the location of the trumpet 

interchange, the presence of industrial facilities and developments 

in the surrounding area was a key consideration. In the tender 

conducted in the 2010s, the planned interchange location was 

positioned in a way that would require the expropriation of existing 

facilities in the area. To avoid this, the interchange location was 

shifted westward in the new design, thereby preventing the 

expropriation of facilities situated within the interchange zone. 

 

 

 

 

Serik 54+300  

(T1 Tunnel Entrance Portal) 

 

¶ After the Serik K1 Interchange, the route alignment proceeds in a 

northeast direction, following the north-facing slopes. The route 

enters a tunnel (T1) near KM 54+300, passing north of Sariabali 

village. At the tunnel entrance, attention has been paid to the DSĶ 

siphon irrigation systems located on both the right and left sides. 

Serik 55+500 

(V4 Viaduct ï Koprucay Crossing) 

¶ Immediately after exiting the T1 tunnel, the route passes through 

agricultural land and intersects with Koprucay. This crossing is 

achieved via the Koprucay viaduct. At the Koprucay crossing, the 

alignment proposed during the tender phase was shifted slightly to 

the north and the design has embedded measures to protect the 

natural environment, residential areas, and commercial 

establishments, and the most suitable geometry was selected in 

terms of ground suitability. 

 

Serik 56+000 ¶ At the entrance of the T2 Tunnel along the tender route, the DSI 

regulator and the bridge foundations for the balanced cantilever (V4) 

are in interaction. Additionally, several tourist facilities around V4 are 

adversely affected by the route. In this section, the alignment was 

shifted northward, proceeding along the slope using open cut and 

fill, and the T2 Tunnel was cancelled. 

 

 

Serik 56+500 ¶ After KM:56+250, the route between Viaduct-4 and Viaduct-5 runs 

along the lower elevations on the southern slope of Koprucay and 

progresses through open earthworks. In this section, the route was 

shifted southward toward the slope as much as possible to minimise 

the impact on the agricultural lands located to the north of the 

corridor.

Serik 60+920 

(T4 Tunnel Entrance Portal) 

¶ Further along, the alignment proceeds parallel to the existing road 

through the middle of two slopes. In this section, topographic 

conditions and steep slopes have necessitated significant cuts and 

fills. Around KM 60+920, the mountainous area is crossed via the T4 

Tunnel. In the tunnel area, the Motorway route intersects with the 

SeydisehirïAntalya Railway Project. At this intersection, the railway 

line passes beneath the T4 Tunnel, and in order to provide sufficient 

clearance between the two structures, the vertical design of the 

Motorway tunnel has been planned with a pitched roof profile. 

Serik 68+758 ¶ Transverse crossings along the route were reviewed, with a focus on 

maintaining the continuity of existing roads. Accordingly, at 

Km:68+758, secondary road works were carried out by adding the 

necessary structures for the Solar Power Plant area and for other 

sections deemed necessary. 

 

Manavgat 74+000 ¶ The valley containing Kēzēllar Creek and agricultural lands is crossed 

by a 376.8-meter-long viaduct, planned between Km:71+133 and 

Km:71+510. Following this, in the section where the alignment lies 

on the southern slopes of Deĵirmensērtē Hills, the route was brought 

as close to the slopes as possible to avoid entering agricultural 

lands. However, due to irregular topography, it was necessary to 

apply high slope cuts in certain areas. 

 

 

Manavgat 76+000 ¶ The alignment proceeds along the southern boundary of the zoning 

plan of the Evrenseki Municipality, avoiding entry into the planned 

development area, and turns toward the north of the Kalemler 

settlement to minimise impact on residential areas. The highly 

rugged topography between these two settlements has necessitated 

a series of cut and fill operations.  

 

Manavgat 80+500 ¶ Immediately after the Kargicay River crossing at KM 80+250, there 

is an MSF located along the alignment. The facility is situated in an 

agricultural area, but this location was selected due to the lack of a 

more suitable topographic alternative in the vicinity. Following the 

MSF, an overpass is planned at Km:81+058 to ensure the continuity 

of existing roads.

Manavgat 85+000 ¶ After the Manavgat K1 Interchange, the route passes north of the 

Yukarisiklar and Dikmen settlements, avoiding the division of the 

settlement and minimising interaction with existing structures. The 

alignment then crosses Ak­ay Stream via a viaduct approximately 

595 meters in length. 

 

 

Manavgat 87+000 ¶ Following the viaduct crossing, the route proceeds south of 

Bucakseyhler and intersects with the ancient Side Waterway. At the 

intersection point, the ancient waterway is located underground. This 

intersection was addressed during the approved preliminary design 

phase in consultation with the Antalya Regional Directorate of the 

Cultural Heritage Protection Board, including field visits and 

discussions with board officials. The alignment was shaped in line 

with their guidance. To avoid high embankments, protect nearby 

agricultural land, and prevent any physical interference with the 

historic waterway, a viaduct was also planned for this section. The 

total length of the viaduct planned for the Side Waterway crossing is 

381 meters. 

 

Manavgat 95+500 ¶ A local road providing access between Belenobasē and Karaºz 

settlements is located at Km:95+450. In this section, the road has 

been positioned where the motorway transitions from embankment 

to cut, in a way that preserves existing structures and maintains the 

geometry and corridor of the current road without disruption. Due to 

the presence of a 1st Degree Archaeological Site  identified around 

Km:95+500, the alignment corridor was shifted southward in this 

section resulting in impact on a few structures. The aim was to avoid 

potential issues during the construction phase by ensuring the route 

passes outside the boundaries of the protected area. In this 

segment, the alignment lies within a cut section, and care was taken 

to ensure that the cut slopes do not encroach upon the protected 

site.  

Manavgat 100+500 

Manavgat East (Haciobasi) 

Connection Road 

¶ The Manavgat East Connection Road branches off from the 

Manavgat East K1 Interchange and extends southward to connect 

with the D695 State Road. The connection road has been positioned 

to the east of Sulek and to the west of Haciobasē ï using open-cut 

and fill methods ï to minimise impact on agricultural lands. 

 

 

Manavgat 102+000 ï 105+000 ¶ There is a tunnel located around Km:103+800 on the tender 

alignment. In this area, development has increased over time. It was 

determined that the tunnel cover is not sufficient to prevent damage 

to the structures above. If the tunnel were to pass through this 

section, it would at minimum require the evacuation or even 

expropriation of buildings for safety reasons. To mitigate risks during 

construction, the proposed alignment was shifted southward, away 

from the buildings, and the area was traversed using open 

excavation.

(Alarahan crossing, T8 Tunnel, and

¶ The alignment in this section has been revised after BOT Contract. 

The revision intended to address and mitigate the following issues: 

- Adverse impact on agricultural land and greenhouses 

- Adverse impact on local livelihoods, leading to socio-economic 

opposition from the local population 

- Interchange design rendering a large portion of the plain 

unusable 

- Weak ground conditions and settlement issues pose challenges 

for construction and future maintenance/operation 

- Overlap with DSI irrigation projects 

- Overlap with the ManavgatïSeydisehirïKonya high-speed 

railway corridor 

- High expropriation costs 

- Inadequate ground conditions along the existing alignment for 

the T8 Tunnel 

Manavgat 114+500 ï 118+000 

Alarahan Connection Road 

 

¶ In the Alarahan crossing, the tender alignment passed through the 

plain and weak soil. The alignment was shifted from north to the 

south-facing slopes, allowing it to traverse more stable ground. As a 

result, the plain and greenhouses were preserved for agricultural 

use, and expropriation costs were reduced. This adjustment has led 

to a more environmentally friendly design, particularly benefiting 

local residents affected by the previous impacts on farmland and 

greenhouse areas. 

¶ The arrangement of the Alarahan Interchange is intended to serve 

the historic Alarahan area. In designing the Alarahan Connection 

Road, the goal was to minimise impact on the agricultural lands 

located north of the Alara settlement, avoid weak soil conditions in 

the plains, and prevent the connection road from being squeezed 

between the slope and the settlement. As a result, the road was 

aligned closer to the southern slope, ensuring more efficient use of 

the area between Alara and the agricultural lands to the north. 

¶ The interchange design was also revised to cause minimal impact 

on the plain. The connection road was designed to cross the plain at 

its narrowest point and in a perpendicular direction, in order to 

minimise impact on the plain as much as possible.  

Manavgat  118 + 815 ï 118 + 926 

 

 

¶ The cemetery in ¢akallar neighbourhood will be preserved through 

the construction of a protective wall. 

¶  

Manavgat 118+500 ï 122+500 

(T8 Tunnel) 

¶ The tender alignment around KM 120+000 passes through weak 

ground at the T8 Tunnel, and therefore the excavation and support 

work alone were estimated to take around 4 years. In the Alarahan 

crossing, the alignment was shifted northward to gain elevation, 

allowing the route to pass through higher ground at the T8 crossing. 

As a result, at the T5 crossing, taking into account the protected sites 

in this area, the alignment was shifted northward again to enable a 

tunnel-free passage. This alternative to the tunnel did not result in 

any significant increase in the total route length. 

¶ In the continuation of the T8 section, the alignment runs along the 

slopes, eliminating the disadvantages similar to those encountered 

in the Alarahan plain crossing and resulting in a more favourable 

design in terms of expropriation costs. 

 

Manavgat 123+000 ¶ A retaining wall (on the right) at around KM 122+920 has been 

incorporated into the design to avoid impact on ETL pylons 

Alanya 124+000 ï 129+500 

 

 

¶ The alignment proceeds by following the tender-phase corridor, 

specifically to avoid expropriation in the area where residences and 

greenhouses are located north of Akdam and Turkler settlements.

Alanya 132+500 

(Konakli Interchange) 

¶ Following the approval of the preliminary design at a 1/5,000 scale 

by KGM (in October 2024), a significant number of new 

developments have occurred along and around the alignment. Due 

to these new settlements, at around KM 132+500, the Konaklē 

Interchange area was shifted northward, thereby avoiding the 

buildings located near Branch-2. 

Alanya 135+500 ¶ The service area location has been relocated to chainage 135+500 

due to technical considerations, resulting in overlaps with existing 

greenhouses. Technical assessments have concluded that the 

original design was unfeasible, as it would have required substantial 

excavation. This would have generated a high volume of excavated 

material, which could not be managed effectively due to storage 

space limitations in the vicinity. 

 

Avoidance and Minimisation during Project Implementation  

During the Project implementation phase, further avoidance or minimisation of displacement impacts may be 

achieved through the following mechanisms: 

¶ The 1/5,000 scale route for the Project has been approved by the KGM. In the next phases of the Project, 

Based on the geological investigations (e.g. boreholes, trial pits, laboratory testing, etc.) to be carried out, 

detailed implementation projects will be progressively prepared and approved ï covering aspects such as 

alignment revisions (e.g. slope angles, elevations) and engineering structures (e.g. tunnels, viaducts, 

bridges, overpasses, underpasses, culverts) ï before construction begins. During this process, multiple 

revisions are likely to occur on the 1/5,000-scale route. This dynamic process will allow revisions on the 

route and incorporation of measures to further avoid impacts on lands and structures (for example, 

avoiding a house through constructing a pile or a retaining wall, where technically feasible). An example 

of this implementation is the cemetery located at KM 118 + 815 ï 118 + 926 in ¢akallar neighbourhood, 

which has been preserved by incorporating a protective wall into the Project design, in consultation with 

the local community and with the approval of KGM. 

¶ Affected people will have the right to submit requests to KGM seeking the avoidance or minimisation of 

impacts on their assets (such as requesting acquisition of orphan lands, as outlined in Section 3.2.1.2). 

These requests will be evaluated by KGM, in coordination with the SPV, based on technical and financial 

feasibility. 

¶ The technical teams of the SPV and EPC Contractor will maintain engagement with affected people and, 

subject to KGMôs approval, carry out micro-siting studies to explore and implement further opportunities 

for avoiding or minimising displacement impacts. 

Figure 2-7 presents examples of avoidance achieved during the pre-construction phase, with structures kept 

outside the Motorwayôs expropriation corridor. As the Project advances, the dynamic nature of the 1/1,000-scale 

implementation plans and profiles similar avoidance strategies will continue to be duly considered, in line with the 

approach outlined above.
